CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 
Open to all participating Art League members in good standing.  Each member may exhibit up to three works.  If 
more pieces are received than can be exhibited well, the producers and hanging committee will make a final 
determination regarding elimination of work. All artists who enter the show will have at least one piece on exhibit. 
 
Work must be clean, dry and ready to hang or display. The work must be original, current and not previously 
shown in an Art League show.   
 
There is no size limit to 2-dimensional work.  3-dimensional work must fit a 24@ x 24@ pedestal, or sit on the 
floor. Work should also conform to the Art League=s ARequirements for Exhibited Artwork,@ which is available at 
our website, artleagueofnortherncalifornia.org (go to AExhibits@, AArtwork Specifications@). 
 
Exhibitors should be prepared to sit the gallery for one 3-hour shift during the exhibition if volunteer sitters are 
insufficient during the exhibit period.

With a background in fashion design, Christine Cohen has been a dedicated, full-time exhibiting 
artist for over 18 years. As an instructor at College of Marin, the Mendocino Art Center, the 
Academy of Sciences in San Francisco, and Art Works Downtown in San Rafael, she is widely 
acclaimed for her fresh teaching style.  
  
In 2006, she and several of her students showed their work side by side at the Marin County 
Civic Center Gallery in San Rafael and at the Mendocino Art Center. The exhibit ÒThe SeasonsÓ 
stood out for its wide range of styles from very controlled watercolors to loose acrylics. 
Imaginative landscapes and still-life interacted with very fluid, abstract paintings.  
  
The playfulness of ChristineÕs images grows out of knowing the fundamentals of composition, 
design, color theory, process structure, and then sacrificing these elements in a somewhat 
organized manner to the joy of childlike chaos. 
  
In her still life paintings, the observation of surface color altered by light is an ongoing journey. 
The thoroughly observed scenes are color studies in which she interprets the interplay of light 
and shadow with an ImpressionistÕs palette.
